GREEN GAYA PAVILION

The temporary outdoor expo
pavilion for the ‘Event for the
Earth’ activities, is a mobile and
multifunctional structure. Its form
derives from an implemented
modular truss structures. With
simple principles of joinery

and configuration, numerous
arrangements can be obtained.

Students worked on the concept of
land development for the Day Care
Home at Ciepla (Eng. Warm) street
in Wroclaw, whose main residents
are seniors. They responded to the
main needs of the centre’s residents
and designed the space to be as
friendly, functional and adapted

to the elderly and people with
disabilities as possible.

A modular pavilion consisting of a
number of identical components
allows for a change of form for
each edition of the event, adapting
it to the needs of users.

The dimensions of the modules
have been adjusted according to
ergonomic principles, optimising
their function.
